Share your views on the State Government's
proposed major changes to Box Hill and Burwood

The State Government is proposing major
changes to Box Hill and Burwood and we
are calling on residents to share their views.

The State Government's draft structure plans
for the precincts surrounding the proposed
Suburban Rail Loop East stations at Box Hill
and Burwood will guide future growth in the
broader area around each station and will
inform changes to planning controls.

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 Thousands of trees
“ planted as part of
transport projects

Protecting trees and increasing the number of trees
planted in Whitehorse is an important priority for
our community and our local environment.
Council’s strong commitment to trees is outlined in
our Urban Forest Strategy 2021-2031.

However, several major State Government projects,
including the North East Link, the Suburban Rail Loop
(Box Hill and Burwood stations) and the Mont Albert Road
level crossing removal have required a significant number
of tree removals.

Council has been actively advocating to the State
Government to retain as many existing trees as possible,

as well as working in partnership with them to plant
replacement trees around each of these major project sites.

Funded by the State Government, Council is growing,
planting and maintaining new trees, most of them

propagated at our own nursery from locally collected seeds.

We have already planted thousands of trees, with efforts
focused on keeping new trees as close as possible to

the areas where vegetation was removed. Since not all
replacement trees fit within the project boundaries, we are
planting the remaining trees at sites across Whitehorse.

The State Government has committed to replanting
more trees than it removes for each of its projects.

During the State Government'’s level crossing
removal works, Hamilton Street was temporarily
made one-way. Some traders and residents preferred

this arrangement.
Our next steps are to obtain further community

input and independent traffic safety advice
to inform the streetscape plan. Works will
commence in 2026.

After consulting with the Mont Albert community
and receiving a petition requesting to make the street
one-way, Council unanimously endorsed this request.

As the flu virus is constantly
changing, it is important to get
vaccinated each year to protect
yourself and others.

Children receiving the flu
vaccine for the first time will
require 2 doses, 4 weeks apart.
Each following year only 1 dose
of flu vaccine will be required.

Quarter 2 Performance Report

Council’s latest Quarterly Performance Report
for October-December 2024 has landed.

We had some some significant achievements
during this period, including the opening

of social enterprise cafés at Harrow Street
carpark in Box Hill, operated by Alkira, and the
Nunawading Community Hub, operated by
Villa Maria Catholic Homes.

We secured a Thriving Suburbs grant of

$5.5 million for a new pavilion at East Burwood
Reserve, which will see a new modern pavilion
constructed between the two ovals.

We are proud to have achieved carbon-

neutral certification for our operations in the
2022/23 financial year, becoming the 10th local
government in Victoria to earn this recognition
through the Climate Active program.
