Purpose

To implement the Municipal Planning Strategy and the Planning Policy Framework.

To ensure that potentially contaminated land is suitable for a use which could be significantly 

adversely affected by any contamination.

Application

This provision applies to land in an Environmental Audit Overlay and applies whether or not a permit 

is required.

Requirement
Before a sensitive use (residential use, child care centre, kindergarten, pre-school centre, primary 

school, even if ancillary to another use), children's playground or secondary school commences or 

before the construction or carrying out of buildings and works in association with 

these uses commences: 

A preliminary risk screen assessment statement in accordance with the Environment Protection Act 

2017 must be issued stating that an environmental audit is not required for the use or the proposed 

use; or

■

An environmental audit statement under Part 8.3 of the Environment Protection Act 2017 must be 

issued stating that the land is suitable for the use or proposed use; or

■

A certificate of environmental audit must be issued for the land in accordance with Part IXD of the 

Environment Protection Act 1970; or  

■

A statement of environmental audit must be issued for the land in accordance with Part IXD of the 

Environment Protection Act 1970 stating that the environmental conditions of the land are suitable 

for the use or proposed use.   

■

Exemption from requirement

The requirement for a preliminary risk screen assessment statement,  an environmental audit statement, 

a certificate of environmental audit or a statement of environmental audit in this provision does not 

apply to the construction or carrying out of buildings and works if:

The buildings and works are associated with an existing sensitive use, secondary school or 

children’s playground, included in Clause 62.02-1 or 62.02-2, and the soil is not disturbed;

■

The buildings and works are required by the Environment Protection Authority or an environmental 

auditor appointed under the Environment Protection Act 2017 to make the site suitable for use; or

■

The buildings and works are reasonably required by environmental auditor appointed under the 

Environment Protection Act 2017 or the Environment Protection Act 1970  to undertake a 

preliminary risk screen assessment or environmental audit.
